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This Scripted Connector only works in CallReply mode.
You define the command line to be run by setting the Output Map Attribute called commandLine. The value of this attribute must be a string, and it is used in a system.shellCommand() call.

On return, your Input Map can access the following return attributes:

	exitCode
	This is the exit code returned by the command run.

	errorObject
	An Entry object that includes error messages and codes (if an error has occurred). May be null.

	errorBuffer
	String return containing possible error messages sent to stderr.

	failed
	Boolean return where true means successful shell command.

	outputBuffer
	Return messages from the command. May be multiple lines separated by newline character.


Note that in order to use the included example, you will need to modify the commandLine output attribute in the ComLineConnector of the AL called “Test”. Specifically, you must set the path to the testComLine.bat file.
