W7 Connector

Overview

The W7 Connector allows TDI to send event messages to TCIM (Tivoli Compliance Insight Manager) as CSV files in the W7 standard format. 

NOTE: This component is not supported by IBM and has only be tested with TDI versions 6.1 and  6.1.1.

Installation

This Connector is implemented as an adapter, which means that an AssemblyLine is used to provide the Connector Interface itself. The enclosed Config is all that is required to use the W7 Connector, and it can either be included into another Config where solution ALs are created, or it can be extended directly.

Usage with TDI

The W7Connector Config contains both the adapter AssemblyLine (named ”W7AdapterAL”) and an pre-configured AssemblyLine Connector (called ”W7Connector”) that can be easily dragged into your own ALs. This Connector exposes the following parameters:
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	1. Insight import directory
	The directory where TCIM imports W7 files from. For more information, refer to Chapter 49 of the TCIM 7.0 Installation Guide.

	2. File creation directory
	A temp directory where event files are created before being moved to the import directory either because the ”events per file” (parameter #3 below) is reached, or the timeout period (parameter #4 below).

	3. How many events per file
	Number of events to write to the current W7 file before closing and moving it to the TCIM import folder.

	4. Minutes before sending events to Insight
	Number of minutes to wait before closing and moving the current W7 output file to the TCIM import folder.

	5. Prefix for W7 Import files
	When W7 files are moved to the import directory, they are given unique names that begin with the prefix specified here.


To prevent contention between TDI and TCIM, W7 files are first created in a temporary area before being moved to the import directory. There are two parameters to control when this move takes place:

· Parameter #3 listed above is suitable for scenarios where event traffic is high, and lets you define the maximum number of events written to a file before it is passed to TCIM.

· Parameter #4 works well in scenarios where event traffic can be light – at least in periods – and allows you to specify the maximum time that the Connector should wait (in minutes) before events written to the temporary area should be transferred for import to TCIM.

Both of these parameters may be used at the same time, allowing you to specify both the maximum number of events per W7 file, as well as the timeout period before W7 files are transferred to TCIM.

Note that the W7Connector in the enclosed Config provides the W7 schema to facilitate Output Mapping.
